Who is like You, glorious in holiness, 
Fearful in praises, doing wonders?

To understand the Holiness of God 

You must see the Wholeness of God.  
 

The Holiness of God is to be regarded 
not as a single distinct attribute of God 

but as the result of all God’s perfect 
characteristics joined together. 

 
In the Presence of a Holy God: 

1) Trust what God says about you 
1 Peter 2:9 
“But you are a chosen people, a royal 
priesthood, a holy nation, God’s special 
possession, that you may declare the 

praises of Him who called you out of 
darkness into His wonderful light.” 

 
2) Trust Who lives in you 

 
1 Corinthians 6:19 
“Do you not know that your bodies are 
temples of the Holy Spirit, who is in you, 
whom you have received from God? You 
are not your own;” 
 
2 Corinthians 7:1 
“Therefore, since we have these promises, 
dear friends, let us purify ourselves from 
everything that contaminates body and 
spirit, perfecting holiness out of reverence 
for God.”

worship Him just as you are 
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
